Title: Prelude No 4 in E minor (op. 28) - Largo [Suffocation]
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composer spent the winter of 1838-39 and where he
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one of the most famous pieces Chopin wrote. It was
played at his funeral, with a slow melody in the right
hand and repeated block chords in the left hand
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
